Abstract

Most of parents and educators concern about the issue of children’s lack of
concentration while through learning process. They try very hard to help children
on the learning difficulties. Concentration is the cognitive process of selectively
paying attention to one thing to the exclusion of others. Cognition is the scientific
term of “the process of thoughts’’ such as thinking, fantasy memory, attention and
perception etc. The better way to make good learning is connecting with the
process of thoughts.

This study was based on the concept of Multiple Intelligences in early
childhood’s education. Researcher was trying to find out the efficiency
instructions of training children’s attention within their learning process. Inclusive
music listening and bodily movements within concentration curriculum activities,
researcher corrected children’s learning behavior data by observation. From those
observation data, researcher result the better teaching methods which would
benefit children’s attention growing.
