0 Erik Erikson (1902-1994)
= A German-born American developmental psychologist
= Trained in psychoanalysis by Sigmund Freud
= First book: Childhood and society (1963)

o Emphasized the emergence of the self, the search
for identify, and the individual’s relationships with
others throughout life.

m Studied child-rearing practices in several cultures.

m Conclude that all humans have the same basic needs and
that each society must provide in some way for those
needs.

= Emotional changes and their relation to the social
environment follow similar patterns in every society.




Stages and developmental crisis
